Property taxes are calculated based on how
much your home is worth (assessed value).
The average assessed value of a home in
other GTA municipalities tends to be higher
than in Clarington.

The tax rate is calculated by taking the

sum of all assessed homes and dividing it
by how much it costs the Municipality to
provide services. Each homeowner pays for
services based on how much their house

is worth. So if the overall assessed value is
higher, the tax rate is lower.

Research shows that the average tax levy
(the money you pay) is lower in Clarington
than in most other Durham municipalities.
